May 1 is Loyalty Day. Loyalty Day originally began as “Americanization Day” in 1921 as a counter to the communists’ May 1 celebration of the Russian Revolution. On May 1, 1930, 10,000 VFW members staged a rally it New York’s Union Square to promote patriotism. Through a resolution adopted in 1949, May 1 evolved into Loyalty Day. LOYALTY DAY IS A SPECIAL DAY FOR THE REAFFIRMATION OF LOYALTY TO THE UNITED STATES AND FOR THE RECOGNITION OF THE HERITAGE OF AMERICAN FREEDOM. In 1958 Congress enacted Public Law 529 proclaiming Loyalty Day a permanent fixture on the Nations calendar
	LOWER COST HEARING AIDS AVAILABLE FOR MILITARY RETIREES

North Charleston, SC – Naval Health Clinic Charleston (NHCC) is now participating in the Retiree At-Cost Hearing Aid Program (RACHAP). RACHAP makes hearing aids available at significantly reduced costs to retired military service members.

Eligible participants must be fully retired service members and live within 30 minutes of the Naval Health Clinic (former Naval Hospital).  Those receiving 10% (or more) disability from the Veteran’s Administrations are NOT eligible for hearing aids through RACHAP.
